Nvidia's shares have surged over 200% in the past year, reflecting its dominance in AI technology and semiconductors.
Huang’s presence at technology conferences is highly sought after, and he has been likened to a figurehead of generative AI. Despite his company’s significant market share, competitors such as AMD and Intel are striving to catch up in the booming AI market.
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
